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THIRU.R.N.RAVI, HON'BLE GOVERNOR OF TAMIL NADU
HELD MEETING WITH VICE-CHANCELLORS
OF STATE UNIVERSITIES OF TAMIL NADU

Thiru R. N. Ravi, Hon’ble Governor-Chancellor of Tamil
Nadu held his first meeting with the Vice-Chancellors of State
Universities at Raj Bhavan, Chennai today (30.10.2021).

Hon’ble  Governor-Chancellor witnessed power point
presentations about State Universities presented by the Vice-
Chancellors.

The Hon’ble Governor also said that Universities do both
knowledge dissemination through teaching and knowledge
creation through research and insisted on the need for continuous
improvement of knowledge creation to assure quality in higher
education. The Hon’ble Governor also advised the Vice-

Chancellors to ensure quality in recruitment of teaching faculty.

The Hon’ble Governor appreciated the way the Government
of Tamil Nadu has been helping the Universities particularly in
mitigating their financial distress and urged the Government to
nudge the Universities for enhancing the quality of education and

research.

During the meeting, all the Vice-Chancellors, Registrar and
Senior Secretaries from the State Government participated.
