Modi government resolute policy of zero tolerance to use of violence as a
political resource and making terrorism no longer a low cost enterprise has
made the country much safer than before. North-East is peaceful and so is

Jammu & Kashmir and the rest of the country. People of North-East are



aspirational for development and growth. Jammu & Kashmir has attracted the

largest ever number of tourists this year.

Hon’ble Governor added that India is celebrating her Azadi Ka Amrit
Mahotsav of 75 years of India’s Independence, we as a Nation are moving
forward in the next 25 years of Amrit Kaal with clear foresight and action plans
to reach our goal by 2047 ensuring social harmony, peace and all inclusive

development all over.

Governor cautioned the people to be alert against attempts to disrupt
social harmony because hostile forces in their bid to stall India’s progress and

may try to create civil unrest.
