SELECTEDUNSUNG FREEDOM FIGHTERS IDENTIFIED BY SIXTEEN
STATE UNIVERSITIES FROM TAMIL NADU, AT RAJ BHAVAN,
CHENNAI

To acquaint our new generation with their sacrifice and to foster
the sense of nationalism dreamed of by our great freedom fighters,
the movement of Azadi ka Amrit Mahotsav started across the
country. In this direction, Raj Bhavan Tamil Nadu took the initiative to
identify, document, and celebrate the unsung heroes of Tamil Nadu.
On the birth anniversary celebrations of Nethaji Subhas Chandra
Bose held at Raj Bhavan, Chennai, the Hon’ble Governor of Tamil
Nadu and Chancellor of State Universities urged the state
universities of Tamil Nadu to identify the unsung freedom fighters of
Tamil Nadu as per their territorial jurisdiction and conduct an
evidence-based Special Research Project. Tamil Nadu has
contributed profoundly to the freedom struggle, yet a very limited
number of freedom fighters are acknowledged, and in many of the
cases, there is sufficient information available. There is a dire need

to document the true stories of the forgotten freedom fighters.

Following this, review meetings of the Hon’ble Governor
with all the research scholars, mentors, and guides, and the Vice-

Chancellors of sixteen State universities have been held at Raj
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Bhavan, Chennai, from 02" May 2023 to 18" May 2023. The
Hon’ble Governor reviewed the special research projects carried out
on 90 Unsung Freedom Fighters by the Research scholars of 16

State Universities and interacted with the research team.

During the series of interactions, the Hon’ble Governor
participated in the individual presentations of all the researchers. He
shared valuable suggestions and recommendations with the
research scholars and their mentors. He emphasised conducting
comprehensive research by exploring, corroborating, and integrating
the socio-cultural, political, and economic background of that time
and drawing references from state and national Achieves, Oral
History through folk songs and takes, going through records such as
prison records, and also the news articles of that time. This is a
modest initiativeby Raj Bhavan to give due recognition and respect to

our great freedom fighters and will be expanded further.
